18. State three negative effects of land enclosure system in Britain during        Agrarian Revolution. (3mks)
· Land was not fully utilized because land was left fallow and produced nothing. 
· The foot path and cart hacks that went through unfenced field wasted land. 
· Farmers and labourers had to travel over long distances because pieces of land were scattered all over. 
· The open field system discouraged livestock rearing because diseases spread very easily. It was even more difficult to practise selective breeding. 
· It was not easy to get enough hay (animal feeds) for winter breeding. Farmers were therefore forced to slaughter animals in autumn and have the food salted for later use. 
· The method of farming was in efficient and consequently yielded very low produce that could not cater for the increased European population. 
· Monocropping and ignorance about the use of manure and fertilizers depleted soil nutrients leading to soil erosion and poor yield. 
    b) Explain Six effects of food shortage in Africa.  (12mks)
· Many people have lost their lives due to drought and famine. 
· Increased suffering among millions of malnourished children and mothers who are sickly and weak. 
· It has created problems among societies like stealing food. 
· It has caused refugee problem in Africa because of drought and famine has caused people to migrate to other countries. 
· Lack of food hampers economic development e.g. children can’t work or pursue education when hungry. 
· Food shortage has led to dependence on food aid from rich countries which test genetically processed food; the side effects of such foods are yet to be known. 
· It adversely affects agricultural based industries e.g. banking and confectionary, milk processing and sugar factories inevitability leads to unemployment. 
 19. a) Identify the three types of trade. (3mks)  
· Local trade
· Regional trade
· International trade
  b)  Describe the organization of the Trans – Saharan trade. (12mks)  
· The trans-Sahara trade involved traders crossing great distances across a hostile desert environment 
· The trade was between people of the western Sudan and Arabs from North Africa.  
· Because of the long distance involved, the traders had to organize themselves very well. Traders travelled in large caravans of camels and traders to enhance their security.  
· Wealthy merchants in North Africa financed the caravans. This was mainly done in two ways: the merchants would gather commodities and commit them to their employees who would organize caravans; they would commit their merchandise as loans to their traders who would then organize caravans. 
· The traders would collect commodities that were in demand in West Africa such as salt, horses and weapons. They would also gather staff and supplies for the journey that would last about three or four months. The caravans would be made up of several hundreds of people. 
· the traders were assisted by tuareg or    berbers guides also known as takshifs acted as guides in the desert 
· The traders also engage the services of local agents. Local agents play a very important role which includes: acting as intermediaries. Agents also acquire commodities like gold. 
· the local agent was also expected to ensure that good relations with the local rulers were maintained 
· the rulers play a very important which include: provided security to the traders and regulated trade such as flow of gold. 

20. a) State three factors that have contributed to the growth of Johannesburg city (3mks)  
· The discovery of gold led to its growth. 
· There was large number of population to provide labour which was to be used in industries and mines. 
· Government policy. The government initiated policies that favoured industries and encouraged their establishment in Johannesburg. 
· Development of transport. The city has improved road, air and rail transport linking to other major cities and outside countries. 
· Existences of minerals in the area. Minerals like iron ore, chromite, diatomite and fluorspar are found there and have been of great significances to the growth of Johannesburg. 
· Availability of energy e.g. coal. 
· Availability of water. The Vaal River ensured that the city had a constant supply of water for domestic and industrial needs. 
· There was availability of food stuffs grown in the province that ensured food stability. 
· Financial services. The banking services were introduced in Johannesburg to serve the mines. Johannesburg stock exchange was established. The two facilities availed capital to investors and laid the foundation for the city development into financial capital of South Africa. 
· Strategic location. Johannesburg is situated on plain near Vaal River. This made construction work easy and development easier than in other cities on hilly tops. 
· Growth of industries. Presences of minerals such as iron. Diatomite and chloride attracted investors to go and build industries. 
b) Describe six social problems faced by the residents of Johannesburg since the end of apartheid. (12mks) 
· Over population has resulted into shortage of housing and growth of slums. 
· High level of unemployment due to the influx of the people from the neighbouring countries. 
· High crime rate which may be attributed to unemployment. 
· Heavy concentration of industries has led to industrial pollution. 
· In adequate social amenities like schools, hospitals and sanitation. 
· Congestion in towns due to rural-urban migration. 
21.a) Give three reasons why it took long for Mozambique to achieve independence from Portugal	(3 mks)
· Portugal was a poor European country. It relied on colonies to sustain her economy. She was therefore reluctant to lose her hold on Mozambique. 
· Many western multi-national companies had invested in Mozambique in mines and plantations. They were not willing to risk their investment by granting to Mozambique. 
· There was large number of white settlers in Mozambique as a result they opposed to the granting of independence to the colony. 
· Mozambique supplied electricity to South Africa from the cabora bassa dam. South Africa was an important source of raw materials to western countries as a result they discouraged decolonization in Mozambique. 
· Portugal enacted strict labour laws in Mozambique. African workers were denied the right to form trade unions and go on strike. This made them to accept low pay and poor working conditions without questions. 
· Mozambique was very large in size combined with strict and vigorous censorship by security forces, as a result it was impossible for a nationalist mass movement to emerge. 
· There was an authoritarian government in Portugal which did not accommodate ideas of freedom or independence in the colonies. 
· There were few educated Africans in Mozambique to lead the liberation struggle. This was because of the limited educational facilities for Africans in the colony. 
· There was lack of unity among the Africans in Mozambique. This was caused by restriction of movement of Africans and strict press censorship. 
b). Explain six factors that favored the success of FRELIMO nationalists during their struggle for independence in Mozambique	(12 mks)
· It had a large number of fighters. It kept on increasing its fighters who outnumbered the Portuguese soldiers. 
· Frelimo used querilla tactics. Areas such as Tete; Niassa and Cabo Delgado were suitable for querilla warfare because of their forest vegetation unsuitable for armed vehicle and processions of the Portuguese bombers. 
· Frelimo got support from the local support. They gave logistical support to the fighters by providing information about whereabouts of the Portuguese army. 
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· The movements had adequate food which they cultivated.
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· Frelimo got supports from communist countries of Eastern bloc. African countries like Tanzania also gave the movement millitary aid alongside giving it international recognition. 
· Organization of African Unity united independent African countries against Portuguese rule in Mozambique. 
· In liberated zones which were areas under Frelimo control, government was set up which was geared towards people needs and goals. This gave the local reason to fight on the side of the movement 
· They incorporated women who mobilized Africans in the country.  
· Ethnicity was overcome in the movement by the free mingling of people from different areas. The people fought in the same units as one. 
· Frelimo also achieved its success because it was democratic open movement. People were allowed to air their views freely and elections were held for party official. 
· Frelimo success was also boosted by the coup in Lisbon carried out by officers who were not in support of colonial wars. 
· The Frelimo tactic of attacking the Portuguese at different points at the same time forced the Portuguese to fight on different fronts.

22 a). State three similarities between the French and the British structure of administration in Africa during the colonial period (3 mks)
· Both the British and French appointed their own European officials into senior position of administration in their colonies. 
· Both British and French adopted excessive economic exploitation in their colonies e.g land alienation, forced labour and taxation. 
· Both the British and French appointed Africans chiefs in communities that didn’t have centralized system of administration. 
· Both the British and French abolished slave trade and established legitimate trade in the colonies. 
· Both British and French had a governor as chief executive of the colony. 
· Both British and French colonies were divided into provinces, districts, locations and sub-locations as units of administration. 

b). Explain six challenges which were faced by the nationalist in south Africa during the apartheid rule	(12 mks)
· Many people in South Africa lost their lives during the apartheid rule. 
· Many political leaders were arrested and detained by the South Africa Police. Many of them were found guilty by apartheid laws after which they were given long jail terms. These include Nelson Mandela, Walter Sisulu, Oliver Thambo and Robert Subukwe. 
· Many of the nationalists were forced to leave South Africa to avoid beign arrested. They lived as refugees in Mozambique, Tanzania, Zambia and other frontline states. 
· African political parties were banned and their leaders were prosecuted for contravening the apartheid laws. The parties were ANC, PAC and communist party. 
· Africans newspapers and journalism was banned. Laws were enacted which made it impossible for Africans to have the press. 
· Trade unions in South Africa were banned for they were assumed to have political overtones. 
· Divide and rule. The white minority government created Bantustans which were homelands for Africans. Bantustans were created on tribal lines which effectively isolated Africans. These divisions led to prolonged war between the Zulu and other Bantu tribes before the elections of 1994. 
· Movement restrictions. The apartheid regime imposed emergency laws. The laws restricted Africans from meeting. 
23 a). state three causes of the first world war (1914-1918)

· Formation of Alliances after the Unification of Germany. 
· Arms race in Europe encouraged countries to be more aggressive. 
· Nationalism in the Balkans fueled the already existing rivalry in Europe / Major European powers quarreled because of support of different nationalities which wanted independence from Turkey. 
· Defeat of France during the Franco-Prussian war made to look for an excuse to go to war. 
· Moroccan crisis / Algeciras by Spain, Germany, France and Russia. 
· European Imperialism / Dissatisfaction during the sharing of colonies during the Berlin conference created mistrust among European powers. 
· Assassination of the Austro-Hungarian heir, Franz Ferdinand at Sarajevo by Gavrilo Princip

b). Explain six factors which contributed to the rise of Japan as an industrial power after the second world war	(12 mks)
· The Long period of political stability especially after World War II has promoted industrialization.
· The role played by America in financing the industrialization process in Japan as a means of preventing her from falling under the influence of communists after world war II.
· Japan is a country whose industrial growth has never been slowed down by industrial disputes. 
· The Japanese goods are always of high quality and affordable. For example, the vehicles, thus ensuring a steady market both local and international. 
· The Japanese education system is technically oriented ensuring production of skilled. 
· Japan has a well -developed transport and communication network of railway, roads, water transport, large airports and electric trains. 
· Existence of an industrial base. Before World War II, Japan had already attained a certain level of industrial development.
· Japan has a highly developed renewable hydro-electric power given the existence of large and fast flowing rivers. 
· The country’s terrain did not favour agriculture thus making industrialization the best option to improve her economy. 
· The open investment policy encouraged the west to invest in her industrialization. 

24(a)	What are the functions of the security council of the united Nations
(3 mks)
· Its main function is to maintain world peace and security. 
· It investigates disputes, which may threaten international peace.  
· It calls upon states to settle their disputes by negotiation. 
· It recommends the procedures to settle disputes / Advise members.  
· It determines situations which may threaten peace and take action.  
· It admits, suspends and expels members from UN. 
· It calls upon members to provide forces against aggressors.  
b). Explain six problems which the United Nations is facing in its efforts to maintain world peace	(12 mks)
· Many countries disregard the United Nations ‘resolutions in favour of their sovereignty. 
· It is unable to stop aggressions and conflicts between individual countries when super powers are involved. 
· Lacks sufficient funds to carry out its work efficiently. e.g it has not always been able to send enough peacekeeping forces due to lack of sufficient funds. 
· It lacks an effective machinery to affect its decisions. It also lacks a standing army to implement and effect its resolutions. 
· The permanent members with veto powers often adopt policies that promote their own national interests at the expense of the collective interests of most countries in the world. 
· Members are also members of other organizations, thus divided loyalty.
· Ideological disputes among member states have hampered the work of UN in promoting world peace. This was manifested in the cold war period. 
· The UN has found it difficult to achieve world peace because of the arms race in different parts of the world. The arms race generates and sustains conflict rather than peace. 
· Differences in economic development levels of member states militate against cooperation. 
· The increased occurrence of natural disasters such as famine, floods and epidemics has created an unexpected demand for economic resources.
